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Design of the Curriculum

The M.Div. curriculum is designed to offer training for the pastoral
ministry. Concentrated study in three basic areas, Bible, Theology, and
the Practical Theology, characterizes this three-year program.

Bible courses include the basic structure, content, and theology of
each book of the Bible along with such details concerning major char-
acters, dates, and places as are necessary. Principles of hermeneutics
and exegesis, using the original languages as well as the English Bible,
are also included. Students learn to apply the scriptures to contemporary
circumstances.

The third year is a competency-based model. Students are expected to
attain required levels of competency in order to accomplish the goal of
each course. Communication and leadership are emphasized during this
third year. A variety of experiences and instructors enable students to
develop methods and styles of ministry suited to their individual gifts.
